Unfortunately, we have lost about $1000 in monthly support because of our
leaving Pakistan. There were a few churches that supported us because we
fit in their mission's strategy of reaching Pakistan, so now that we are no
longer there they have had to drop us. At the same time, we are expecting
education for Ava and Joel to cost more in Jakarta as they will attend a
private school for English speakers. So, we are hoping to raise about $1000
between now and our departure in July.
